If you consider it to be an emergency, i.e. there is an on-going risk to life or limb, contact the Police directly 

by calling 999. 

If the suspicions relate to the Designated Safeguarding Officer, then the Deputy Safeguarding Officer or 

NYCC Social Care should be contacted. 

You should not discuss your suspicions with anyone other than those named above. 

 

You must make an accurate record at the time, including: 

• Date, time and place of incident 

• Exactly what the child/adult at risk said, using their own words about the abuse and how it 

occurred or exactly what has been reported to you 

• Appearance and behaviour of the child/adult 

• Any injuries observed 

• Name and signature of the person making the record 

• If you witnessed the incident, write down exactly what you saw. 
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
